May 3, 2011

Devotional led by Charlotte Brown

April Minutes presented by Janet Goodspeed. One typing mistake in “congregation” corrected.  Motion to accept minutes made by Rob Bluey, seconded by Charlotte Brown; motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report presented by Eric Bryda.  Margaret Haberman provided copies of the Status Report. Clarifications were made by Eric.  Some questions remained as to the Mortgage being listed in the General Operating Funds rather than a separate fund. 
A motion was made to thank Margaret for compiling the Status Report by Sara Dilich, seconded by Sheryl Sims; motion passed.
Senior Warden’s Report presented by Rob Bluey. Rob recapped recent events and thanked all those involved in the Historical Marker ceremony, the Lenten program, grounds cleanup, providing the Palm Sunday audio equipment, and the Easter Services.

A Spaghetti Dinner/Opera Night will be held on May 7, and a Mother’s Day Breakfast will be on Sunday, May 8.  Both events are fundraisers for the Youth Mission Trip.

A laptop for the Church Office was purchased for $1,100 with a donation made by a parishioner.

Junior Warden’s Report presented by Gary Smith. Gary had provided a sound system for a trial use during the 10:00 AM Palm Sunday service.  He has discussed used equipment with a supplier.  Gary will continue to research options such as purchasing equipment piece by piece as funds come available. Fr. John reported that a parishioner has pledged $3,000 toward the cost of a sound system.
Gary also reported that a plumber is coming to look at the grease trap in the kitchen. The plumber will assess whether it can be refurbished or will need to be replaced.

Gary is in the process of repairing old lights and placing new lights in the church parking lots.

Adult Education - Al Dominic gave a summary of the upcoming Adult Forums for May and June. On July 10, the Youth will present and share their experiences during their Mission Trip.
Evangelism, Newcomers – Motion made by Sheryl Sims to pay $100 honorarium, and $50 gas reimbursement to Beverly Allison for her presentation of “Our Little Roses”, Adult Forum, May 22 (the funds are in the budget in Evangelism.)  Motion seconded by 
Rev. Meredith.

Sheryl requested that as we do have several newcomers to our parish that a Vestry person recognize/welcome them during service.  She also encouraged us to wear our nametags.

Fellowship - Kathy Hughes described the upcoming Mother’s Day Breakfast. Meredith requested a cake for Youth Sunday, My 22.  Everyone agreed that the Easter services and reception were a success.

Planning- Charlotte Brown presented a copy of the Parish Plan with some revisions made since the previous Vestry Meeting.  Eric requested that we be given time to review the plan and offer suggestions for further revision. Agreement was reached that the Executive Committee will meet on May 24 to discuss the Parish Plan and draft another copy.  Suggestions may be made to the Executive Committee before than, and all are welcome to attend the meeting on the 24th.
Stewardship - Sara Dillich gave a summary of the on-line giving webinar she viewed (Access ACS.) Questions remain as to its cost-effectiveness, maintenance, fees.  Rob Bluey has as an associate that he will check with in regard to cost-comparison. Gary Smith will come up with a cost-effective spreadsheet and will convene the Finance Committee to further discuss on-line giving.  Sara will check with the Diocese as to what company they use.
Children’s Education - Janet Goodspeed reported that Youth Sunday is May 22. Sunday school teachers will be recognized on June 12, St. Mark’s in the Park Sunday. Rev. Meredith and Janet are looking at curriculum options for the Fall. Discussion is underway as to whether Children’s Chapel be held weekly or once a month.
Pastoral Care - Dottie Gibson reminded us that food is in the freezer for distribution to those in need. She also requested that we keep up the supply.

Finance Committee - Gary Smith requested last year’s audit files.

Communication, Web Page - Sheryl Sims will be away for 2 weeks. Rob Bluey will update the web page while she is gone.

Youth - Tam Slobodin was not present. Rev, Meredith reported for her that the Crop Walk will be held on May 15th; May 22 is Youth Sunday with the Youth Group leading the 10:00 AM worship service, followed by a car wash fundraiser for their Mission Trip.
Associate Rector’s Report - Rev. Meredith requested that the Vestry vote on accepting vouchers for the 3 newly confirmed members. Dottie Gibson made a motion to accept, Rob Bluey seconded, motion passed.

Rev. Meredith provided a Mission Trip 2011 Expense Report. To date, $384.24 needs to be raised. 
Rector’s Report - Fr. John thanked everyone for their help and support during the Holy Week and Easter services.  St. Mark’s in the Park is on June 12; San Marcos will join us for the picnic then have their service.


Four pews have been sold and there is a prospective buyer for one more.  $400 is in the “Kneeler Fund”; the cost of each kneeler is $85.00.
