April 6, 2011

Meeting called to order at 7:30 PM by Fr. John

Devotional led by Tom Michelli

March Minutes were presented by Janet Goodspeed.  A spelling mistake of Ann Schneider’s name was corrected. Motion to accept revised minutes made by Dottie Gibson, seconded by Tom Michelli; motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report presented by Margaret Haberman with Eric Bryda.  Margaret presented and explained the March Balance Sheet and the Budget Status Report. Gary Smith motioned to accept the Treasure’s Report, Sheryl Sims seconded; motion passed.

     Motion was made by Rob Bluey to pay $10,000 principal on the church’s mortgage to Burke and Hebert Bank.  Gary Smith seconded.  Discussion followed, vote taken, motion failed. 

Another motion was made by Sara Dillich and seconded by Gary Smith to pay $5,000 on the mortgage’s principal. Motion passed. 

     Vestry members expressed their gratitude to Margaret Haberman for all her hard work and continued support.

Senior Warden’s Report given by Rob Bluey. Rob informed the Vestry that Emily, the parish administrator, now has a new computer and color printer. He asked that we consider buying Rev. Meredith a new computer also, as she is currently using her own personal one.  Rob will get a quote from Dell and report at next month’s meeting.

     Rob suggested that in keeping with the Vestry’s interest in improving communication, our pictures and duty description should be represented to the congregation.  He also suggested that a Vestry representative stand and report during announcements at Services.

Junior Warden’s Report given by Gary Smith. Gary expressed his concern over sump pump now being used, stating that over the next few months it should be replaced and returned to Jim Bailes’ father.  The grease trap in the kitchen sink also needs repair or replacement.  A plumber should inspect and analyze its condition.  Gary stated his interest in having lights installed in the parking lots.  He also explained how clean-up of the church grounds was planned for Saturday, April 9, at 8:30 AM, in anticipation for the Bishop’s visit, dedication of our Historical Marker, and Confirmation ceremonies on April 10.

   Gary has arranged for the loan of a sound system on Palm Sunday.  He is continuing to research costs and availabilty of a new sound system for the church.  Having one on Palm Sunday may help encourage support from the congregation if one is to be purchased.

Adult Education - Al Dominic was not present. Fr. John stated that the Lenten program with 


Sharon Chapel was continuing.

Evangalism - Sheryl Sims has updated the Welcome Booklet for newcomers. Olin Mills will be contacted in regard to a new photo directory for the congregation. Beverly Allison and Donna Anderson have been contacted as future speakers for the Adult Forum.   Sheryl and Janet are exploring branding/logo designs.

Fellowship - Kathy Hughes described plans for the reception following the Dedication and 
Confirmation ceremonies on Sunday, April 10.

Planning - Charlotte Brown described plans for the Historical Marker Dedication. She has 
designed a brochure, photographs, and posters. 


She distributed copies of the Parish Organizational Plan for the Vestry members to review  
in regard to duties and responsibilties. 

Stewardship - Sara Dillich has found a webinar on on-line giving; she and several Vestry 


members will 
view the presentation over the next few weeks.  She would also like to 


invite a speaker to present online giving. Rob Bluey suggested that a commitee be formed 


to listen to the speaker.

Children’s Education - Janet Goodspeed is observing current classes and Children’s Chapel.  


Sunday School classes are currently staffed. Vacation Bible School is scheduled for late 


August.

Pastoral Care - Dottie Gibson reported that food donations are needed to stock the freezer to 


fulfill needs as they arise within the congregation.

Communication Web Page - Sheryl Sims and Dottie Gibson are continuing to update the parish 
website.  Tom Michelli will no longer be able to assist due to other obligations.

Youth - Tam Slobodin reported on the Youth Ministry’s plans for their trip to Puerto Rico in 

July.  23 people will be participating. Half of the money needed has been raised. The next 
fundraisers are the Mother’s Day breakfast and 2 carwashes. 

Associate Rector’s Report - Rev. Meredith joined with Tam in summing up the plans for the Youth’s trip to Puerto Rico. She plans to send out fundraising letters to the congregattion. She commented on the success of the Spaghetti Dinner.

Rector’s Report - Rev. John stated that the Diocesan Council is scheduled for January, 2012, in 
Richmond. Jim Bailes and Doug Varner were this year’s delegates. Sheryl Sims motioned 
that Jim Bailes be nominated as Delegate and Doug Varner as Alternate for 2012. Motion 
seconded by Charlotte Brown; motion passed.
