Plus, have a willingness to dedicate time and energy for the health and future of the parish, attend
regular worship, events and all vestry meetings.
Vestry members serve for three year terms, unless they are filling an unexpired term.

28M. The Vestry retreat to Roslyn will be March 3" and 4™, 2018.
Vestry Declaration
Before becoming a member of the Vestry, under the Canons of the Diocese of Virginia each person must
subscribe the following declaration and promise:
“l do believe the Holy Scriptures of the Old and New Testament to the Word of God, and to contain all things
necessary to salvation; and I do yield my hearty assent and approbation to the doctrines, worship and
discipline of The Episcopal Church; and I promise that I will faithfully execute the office of Vestry member of
St. Mark's Episcopal Church, Potomac Region, Diocese of Virginia, according to my best knowledge and
skill”.
